MARION DISTRICT UNITED METHODIST MEN INCENTIVE PROGRAM FOR LOCAL UMM UNITS

Purpose and goals:

1. Encourage and assist local UMM units in organization and programming.
2. Assist local UMM units with leadership training and resources.

3. Assist local UMM units in making disciples for Jesus Christ.

4. Focus on training disciples who practice, rather than just believe, the faith.

To be eligible for incentives, local units must have a current charter.

THE JOHN WESLEY UNIT AWARD- An annual award to a local UMM unit that completes at least 15 of the following requirements.
GOLD UNIT AWARD- An annual award to a local UMM unit that completes at least 12 of the following requirements.

SILVER UNIT AWARD- An annual award to a local UMM unit that completes at least 10 of the following requirements.

BRONZE UNIT AWARD- An annual award to a local UMM unit that completes at least 8 of the following requirements.
1. Develop membership standards and requirements, maintain a membership roster, and present each member with a membership card. Make being a UMM member a BIG DEAL!

2. Sponsor and participate in an outside mission project. See the attached list for suggested projects.

3. Sponsor a scouting troop, 4-H group, Big Brothers/Big Sisters group or Amachi group.
4. Contribute $50.00 or more to the Marion District UMM fund.

5. Conduct a weekly/semi-weekly bible study/discipleship/accountability group.
6. Add at least 2 new members (one member for units with less than 15 members).

7. At least 2 members (one member for units with less than 15 members) other than a district of conference officer, attend a district UMM leadership training event and report back to the local unit on the training  received.

8. At least 2 members (one member for units with less than 15 members) other than a district or conference officer, attend a district UMM prayer breakfast.

9. At least 2 members (one member for units with less than 15 members) become an Evangelism, Mission and Spiritual Life (EMS) member. See http://www.gcumm.org/atf/cf/{D9A427F4-2689-4788-A16C-9CEC60F33E7F}/Legacy%20brochure%20revised%20to%20$45%202008.pdf  for details.

10.  At least 2 members (one member for units with less than 15 members) other than a district or conference officer, attend a district leadership conference and report back to the unit on the training received.
11. At least 2 members (one member for units with less than 15 members) other than a district or conference officer, attend the conference UMM rally and report back to the local unit.
12. At least 2 members (one member for units with less than 15 members) other than a district or conference officer, attend the conference “Gathering of the Laity” and report back to the local unit.

13.  Appoint a local church Hunger Relief Advocate and participate in a hunger relief activity (Society of St. Andrew, Meals for Millions, Stop Hunger Now, etc.) For more information, go to http://www.gcumm.org/atf/cf/{D9A427F4-2689-4788-A16C-9CEC60F33E7F}/PROFILEOFALOCALCHURCHHUNGERRELIEFADVOCATE.pdf

25. Submit an annual report on goals and strategies and the results of these efforts to the District President by January 31 for the previous year.

26. Submit a roster of local UMM executive committee members to the District President by January 31.
